Formed in November 2008, the Chemical Valley Rollergirls is
Charleston, West Virginia’s first competitive all female flat track
roller derby league. In 2013, Chemical Valley became the first
league in West Virginia to become an WFTDA apprentice. A small
league, Chemical Valley has grown from being the underdogs to the
league to beat in the area.

In March 2012, the Chemical Valley Rollergirls were recognized by
the West Virginia Legislature for their contributions to the area.
Throughout its history as a league, Chemical Valley has striven to
bring awareness and support to local charities, partnerships that
Chemical Valley continues to cherish.

Also in 2012, Chemical Valley Rollergirls rose through the ranks
to become the champions of the River Valley Riot, a tournament
hosted for leagues in the West Virginia, Ohio, and Pennsylvania
area. Their fans also won the title of Most Valuable Fans both days
of the tournament. Chemical Valley plans to defend their titles at
the next River Valley Riot.

In 2013, the Chemical Valley Rollergirls was pleased to become
the first league in West Virginia to establish a junior derby league.
Later in May 2014, the Chemical Valley Junior Derby had its public

debut at the season’s opening bout.

In 2014, Chemical Valley has continued to grow and expand its
influence in the area. We have partnered with our local visitors
bureau to become actively involved with events that benefit the
Charleston area. We have also become closer to our lovely sister
league in Huntington, West Virginia, the Jewel City Rollergirls.

HOW TO GET HERE

BY AIR

Charleston’s airport is Yeager Airport (CRW) and is approximately
five minutes from the venue and hotel. Other local airports are
Huntington’s Tri-State Airport (HTS): approximately one hour
from Charleston, and Beckley’s Raleigh County Memorial Airport
(BKW): approximately one hour from Charleston.

TRACK FLOOR, WARM-UP SPACE, AND
WARM-UP TIMES

The surface at the Charleston Civic Center is polished concrete
and in the moderate range of grippy and slick. We use a wide
variety of wheels ranging from 86a to 96a, depending on the
skater’s preference for slide and grip. Many skaters wear Poisons
for solid grip, but those that prefer to have a little slide go towards
the upper end of the durometer range, with a softer pusher if
needed. The venue is climate controlled.

The venue will be open by 8:00 AM Friday morning for skaters and

officials who wish to test the floor.

There might be a small warm up area near the regulation track. It will
not be a full regulation track, but will be pillar-free and on the same
surface as the regulation track. Teams will be allowed to warm up on
the actual track during the half-time of the game prior to their own,
as well as in the 20-30 minutes before the start of their bout.

EVANSVILLE, IN

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MEDICAL ASSISTANCE

The WFTDA Emergency Action Plan requires the WFTDA, as
tournament host, to provide trained, certified emergency medical
responders should an injury occur on the track. Only the WFTDA-
provided EMTs may go onto the track or players benches to access
or treat a skater or official. Once removed from the playing area, if
the skater or official wishes to use their own medical provider, s/he
may refuse additional treatment.

TEAM ROOMS

There are four built-in locker rooms with showers and these will
be assigned based on the tournament schedule. Please note these
rooms will be shared by all teams. Please leave the team rooms in
better condition than you found them.

There will be designated areas to leave your gear when not assigned
a locker room and these will be in credential-only areas. The

Charleston Civic Center, the WFTDA, and CVRG assume no
responsibility for items left unattended.

There will be a designated area for officials, announcers, and

credentialed photographers and media. Please clean up after
yourselves since there are quite a large number of you using

shared space.
